Oklahoma Ag in the Classroom: A potential classroom resource for the 8th Grade Agricultural Orientation Course

Objectives

1) Provide workshop participants an overview of the upper level (6-8) lessons

2) Provide an opportunity to hear testimonials from teachers that have used the lessons in their classes
3) Introduce additional resources suitable for the 8th Grade Orientation Course

4) Provide examples of AITC Lessons that have been modified for an Ag-Ed class

5) Provide teachers an opportunity to brainstorm how they can use the AITC lessons in their courses

6) Approach AITC from the model of Ag-Ed by exploring opportunities for teachers to integrate lessons throughout their programs.

Teachers should bring existing lessons that they are currently using in their 8th Grade Orientation classes.
Oklahoma Ag in the Classroom is a project of the Oklahoma Department of Agriculture, Food and Forestry, Oklahoma State Department of Education, and the Oklahoma Cooperative Extension Service. The purpose of Oklahoma Ag in the Classroom is to help familiarize Oklahoma schoolchildren with Oklahoma's food and fiber industry by providing resources for Oklahoma teachers.
